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The report focuses on the issue of the involvement of specific texts under the “Neo-Victorian
novel” category. Using the works of D.Mitchell’s “Cloud Atlas” and E.Catton “The Luminaries” as an
example, the article shows how the combination of postmodern features, nostalgia and appeal to
the Victorian literary tradition allows us to more precisely define the circle of novels, which can be
considered Neo-Victorian.
